After a period of increased attention on the enlargement to the Western Balkans the EU’s 

next semester will be marked by numerous internal priorities (European Parliament elections, Brexit, 

the Multiannual Financial Framework negotiations, etc.). The key issue for discussion on the 

Western Balkans is  therefore whether the enlargement momentum can be sustained also in 

2019.
