GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS 
GENERAL 
The length of an article should be between 6,000 and 7,000 words. The author's name should not be disclosed in the manuscript in any way. A separate file should contain the author's name, an abstract, keywords, and a presentation of the author. The abstract should summarize the main points of the paper in 300–350 words. Please do not use formulations like "The author presents the results…" but briefly outline those results (findings, conclusions) instead. Up to six keywords should be added. They should not repeat words from the title. The presentation of the author should list affiliations and fields of interest in one sentence. Please add a contact address, including email, and a phone number.
FORMAT 
The manuscript should be delivered as a Word document. (Please use the in-built spell-checker to avoid typing and spelling errors.) Headings should be numbered (1, 1.1, etc.), and they should not exceed two levels. Italics are used (sparingly) for emphasized text, as well as for the titles of books and journals.

Do not use notes unless absolutely necessary. There should be no bibliographic notes (i.e. those with references as their main contents). 

Word's footnotes or endnotes are preferred, but if notes are added manually, they should be placed at the end of the manuscript (before the list of references), with note numbers in superscript. 

Graphic material should be numbered sequentially according to its type (Table 1, Table 2, Picture 1, Picture 2, etc.).

REFERENCING 
The author must use Chicago Style, fully comply with general and, when applicable, particular conditions for the use of sources, such as properly acknowledging them, gaining permission for their use, securing confidentiality, etc.
Sources are cited through footnotes (or endnotes) and a bibliography. In Chicago notes/bibliography style, footnotes or endnotes are used to cite quotes, paraphrases, and other in-text references. Footnotes are numbered citations listed at the bottom of each page in the research paper. Endnotes are numbered citations listed on a single page at the end of the research paper. Each numbered reference then corresponds to a numbered citation in the footnote or endnote that provides author, date, and publication information for each source.
Below are some examples of the style required for the list of references, which should be placed at the end of the manuscript in alphabetical order. List only the works that are explicitly referred to in the manuscript. Indirect references (i.e. works that are referred to through another source) should not be listed.
A citation for a book would be found in the reference list in the following form:

A citation for a journal article would be referenced as:
